· Apply white powder paste (Chunna) on the tree trunk {(30Kg Chunna+ 500 gm Copper sulphate (neelatootha) + 500 ml flax seed (Alsi) @ 100 L of water) at 2-3 feet in the October month when the weather is clear and dry.
· Farmers are advised to install yellow sticky bands around the trunk of apple trees at a height of about 30–45 cm above the ground level to effectively trap woolly apple aphids migrating from the roots to the canopy.

	· Farmers are advised to provide irrigation to maintain soil moisture due to dry weather condition in the next coming days.
